Graduating Seniors  

Any senior who took a Dual Enrollment  (Joint Enrolled) 
course on the college campus (not at Centennial) must request 
from the college  that the transcript be sent to the college of 
your choice.  These are official transcripts from the college and 
Centennial has no access to them.  In addition, these students 
must submit final semester grades to Mr. Cox by May 14 so 
they can be verified for graduation.  It is the responsibility of 
the student to get the grade(s) to the counseling office.  

Schedules for 2010/2011 School Year  
 

All 9th, 10th, and 11th grade students were given their final òVerification Formsó on 

March 31, which they were to have signed by their parents/guardians and return to 

school on April 2.  The verification form lists all of  the academic courses the      

students will be taking next year as well as elective courses.  All  students have to 

take 6 credits of  courses each year.  Students were informed that their last chance 

to make changes in their list of  classes for next year would be on these forms.    

Students are not guaranteed to receive their first-choice electives, and should have 

completed elective choice forms in February when information was distributed in 

their Advisement.

Promotion/Retention Policy  ẇ Grade assignments beyond 9 th grade are determined by the number of credits a student 
achieves by the end of the school year:  

 5 credits to be in 10 th grade 
 11  credits to be in 11 th grade* this is not in writing but has been announced  
 17  credits to be in 12 th grade* this is not in writing but has been announced  
 
If your student is at risk of not being promoted, it is important to take advantage of summer school to get courses made up a s 
soon as possible (Summer School is considered an extension of Spring Semester).  

Final transcripts for seniors:  All colleges require a final transcript to verify high school graduation.  Around the week of 
May 10-14 all seniors will be asked to complete a ẏSenior Graduation Withdrawal FormẐ indicating the name of the college to 
receive the final transcript (this final transcript is free).  Every senior needs to fill out this form to indicate post -high school 
plans.  The completion of this form is mandatory.  It is also recommended that students planning to join a sorority or frater nit y 
in college request an extra transcript for verification of their cumulative numeric average (CNA) by the organization (this t ran-
script will cost $2).

Applications are now available at www.wendysheisman.com . Any eligible student can register and begin the 
application process now.  This year, we want to hear from all  student athletes who work hard, are dedicated, and 
have become role models for your school's underclassmen!  
Eligibility for the application is limited exclusively to students who will be in their senior year of high school    
during the 2010 -2011 academic year. They must have at least a "B" grade average (80% average) and participate 
in at least one of the 28 school -sponsored sports listed in the Wendy's High School Heisman application.  
The application submission deadline for students is 5:00 p.m., central time, on October  1, 2010. Each applicant 
must have their completed application reviewed and confirmed online by a school representative (Counseling  
Office).

FALL ENROLLMENT INFORMATION  
 

The Centennial High School Counseling Office will be enrolling students new to Centennial for fall 2010 through 
May 26, 2010 .  Please call the Counseling Office for an appointment at 770 -650 -4260 .  There will not be any   
enrollments during the Summer break.  For information about enrolling in August check the Centennial HS website 
after July.   

At the time of enrollment you must submit all  of the following:  
            1.  Copy of your studentẌs complete transcript (including all grades from every school attended) 
            2.  Copy of studentẌs social security card 
            3.  Verification of Residency ẇ two documents with the name of the resident (parent/guardian) and the    
      address, e.g. utility bill, house contract/lease, current pay stub, etc.  
            4.  Copy of studentẌs birth certificate 
            5.  Discipline records from studentẌs last school attended 
            6.  Complete Immunization Certificate and an Eye, Ear Dental Certificate (on Georgia  forms).  All shots 
      must be noted on the immunization record.  

*If your student requires special needs (Special Education, ESOL, etc.)  
please let the office know when you call for an appointment.*

Students should make 
an appointment with their counselor to obtain the registration form after carefully 
reading the summer school flyers.   Registration forms and payment will be  
accepted at specified times from April 29 ẇ May 21.   No registrations will be  
accepted after May 21 .   
  
Due to the fact that summer school registration ends prior to the posting of 2 nd 
semester grades, students may wish to register for a course if there is a strong 
possibility of failing the course.   Students may receive a refund in the event that a 
passing grade is received in the course as long as the refund request is made in 
writing to the summer school principal or counselor no later than June 1.
